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The groaning summer of
Jhonny Peralta continued Sun-
day during the Indians’ 3-1 loss
to the Minnesota Twins. Peralta,
who has been a huge disappoint-
ment at shortstop after signing a
five-year, $13 million contract in
spring training, failed to make
another play at a crucial point in
the game, helping the Twins
piece together a three-run third
inning rally that was the differ-
ence in the game.

With two outs and the bases
loaded in a scoreless game, Per-
alta fielded a grounder hit by
Michael Cuddyer behind second
base. Peralta appeared to con-
sider going to second base with
his throw, but then chose to throw
to first. That split second of inde-
cision was enough to allow Cud-
dyer to beat Peralta’s throw to
first.

Instead of it being the third out
of the inning, it went as an RBI
single, and then the next hitter,
Justin Morneau, stroked a two-
run single to make it 3-0.

It was the latest misplay by
Peralta, who has frequently
appeared slow, off-balance and
distracted during games this sea-
son.

Asked why Peralta doesn’t
seem to be making plays this year
that he made last year, Manager
Eric Wedge said, “He has had
more difficult plays this year than
last year.”

Peralta has made 13 errors this
season, the second-highest total
among AL shortstops.

But it’s not just the errors, it’s
the balls he doesn’t get to and the
plays that should be made that
aren’t.

“Jhonny’s working hard to
focus and concentrate more. He’s
maturing as a young shortstop,”
said Wedge.

The Indians have committed to
Peralta with a long-term contract,
so despite his dismal season, the
club will obviously be more
patient than it otherwise would.

“He’s capable of doing it, it’s
just a matter of him being more
consistent from play to play and
day to day,” said Wedge. 

Belliard update
Ron Belliard missed his third

straight game Sunday due to a
strained hamstring.

Asked if he thought the injury
was becoming a potential dis-
abled list injury, Wedge said, “I
hope not. I’m optimistic on it.
We’ll see how it goes tomorrow.
Tomorrow is a key day.”

Joe Inglett started at second
base in place of Belliard on Sun-
day. 

The K-zone
The 17 strikeouts by the Indi-

ans hitters Sunday broke the club
record set six years ago. The
Indians spread the strikeouts
around Sunday. Every player in
the Tribe’s starting lineup fanned
at least once, and six of them
struck out two times each.

Twins starter Francisco Liri-
ano struck out 10 in five innings,
while relievers Pat Neshek (2),
Dennys Reyes (2), Juan Rincon
(1) and Joe Nathan (2) com-
bined to strike out seven in the
last four innings.

Sunday’s whiff-fest broke the
previous Indians record for most
strikeouts in a nine-inning game,
which was 16, set on June 4,
2000, in a 3-2 Tribe win in St.
Louis.

Twins closer Joe Nathan
struck out Grady Sizemore to
end the game and break the
Indians club record for strike-
outs in a nine-inning game,
which was set on June 4, 2000
in St. Louis.

That record fell Sunday, when
Nathan fanned Sizemore for
strikeout No. 17, to end the
game. The new mark was set,
thanks to Liriano, who came
into the game with a better
strikeouts-per-nine innings
average (10.1) than teammate
Johan Santana (9.5), who leads
the American League in strike-
outs.

Liriano, who was removed
after throwing 95 pitches in five
innings, struck out 10 of the first
16 batters he faced. He
improved his record to 12-2 and
lowered his league-leading ERA
to 1.93.

“Our guys did a good job of
making him throw a lot of
pitches, and he did a good job of
striking us out,” said Indians
manager Eric Wedge.

At one point, starting with a
strikeout of Aaron Boone to end
the second inning, Liriano
struck out six batters in a row,
and eight of the next 10 batters
he faced.

“He threw some pitches that
were just flat unhittable,” said
Wedge. “That’s why he’s the
pitcher he is. He had it going
on.” 

Indians right fielder Casey
Blake, the only hitter in the Indi-
ans’ starting lineup Liriano did
not strike out, gave credit to the
Twins lefty, but Blake was more
annoyed with the play of his
teammates. Specifically, Blake

was referring to a three-run
Twins rally in the third inning,
in which the Indians’ defense
failed them yet again.

“We should have won the
game 1-0,” said Blake. “Jake
(Westbrook, the Indians starter)
should have gotten the win, not
Liriano. But every game, or
every series, it seems something
like this happens where we
shoot ourselves in the foot. You
can’t put any streaks together
when you’re constantly hurting
yourself and giving the other
team extra outs.

“It’s tough on our pitchers
mentally when plays are not
made behind them, and they
have to constantly get even
more big outs.” 

Minnesota shouldn’t have
scored any runs in the inning.
Jason Tyner led off the inning
with a bad bunt. The ball was a
soft pop-up that landed just
behind the mound. It appeared
that Westbrook could have
caught the ball, but he didn’t.

“I’ve been thinking about that
play ever since it happened,” he
said. “When the ball went up I
thought it was over my head,
and I gave up on it. Then I
turned around, and when I saw
where it landed I said, ‘dad-
gum, I could have caught that.’ I
was mad at myself for giving up
on it like that.”

It should have been the first
out of the inning, but it went as
a gift single by Tyner. Jason
Bartlett then flied out for what
should have been the second out
of the inning, but instead it was
only the first out.

Juan Castillo then grounded
into a force out, for the real sec-
ond out of the inning. Nick
Punto followed with another
bunt single, moving Castillo to

second. A passed ball by Tribe
catcher Kelly Shoppach moved
the runners to second and third.
The Indians then intentionally
walked Joe Mauer, the league’s
leading hitter, to load the bases.

Michael Cuddyer hit a
grounder up the middle that
shortstop Jhonny Peralta
fielded. But Peralta hesitated
before throwing to first. Cud-
dyer beat the throw for the
Twins’ third infield single of the
inning. Castillo scored on the
play, giving Minnesota a 1-0
lead.

“That’s a play that has to be
made,” said Wedge. “Jake got
the ground ball, and we didn’t
make the play. Jhonny has to
keep coming and throw it to
first. He thought about going to
second with it, but he’s got to
know that Mauer can run, and
that he has to throw it to first.”

Justin Morneau then lined a
single to left, scoring Punto and
Mauer to make it 3-0. And that
was the ballgame.

Westbrook worked six
innings, allowing those three
runs on eight hits. The loss
drops his record to 7-6.

“Jake pitched a good game
and gave us every chance to
win, but they just took it to us on
the mound,” said Wedge.

“It’s one of those games
you’ve got to let go and learn
from,” said Westbrook. “For the
most part I made the pitches I
needed to make. It just didn’t
work out.”

The Indians scored their only
run on a two-out RBI single by
Jason Michaels off Liriano in
the fifth inning.

Four innings, and seven
strikeouts later, the Indians’ 54th
loss of the season was in the
books.

He buried his head in
Williams’ shoulder, sobbing
uncontrollably, chest heaving.
Tears streamed down both
cheeks as he hugged his wife,
Elin, for the longest minute.

The emotions that poured out
of him on the 18th green were as
inevitable as his victory at Royal
Liverpool.

“I’ve never done that,” Woods
said. “But at that moment, it just
came pouring out. I was pretty
bummed out after not winning
the Masters, because I knew that
was the last major he was ever
going to see. That one hurt a lit-
tle bit. And to get this one ... it’s
just unfortunate he wasn’t here
to see it.”

It sure would have looked
familiar.

Woods was ruthless as ever,
running his record to 11-0 in the
major when he has the lead
going into the final round. And
when DiMarco closed to within
one shot with a mixture of

birdies and a 50-foot par save,
Woods fired off three straight
birdies to put him away.

“He’s got an uncanny ability,
when somebody gets close to
him, to just turn it up another
level,” DiMarco said.

Woods became the first player
since Tom Watson in 1982-83 to
win golf’s oldest championship
in consecutive years.

He captured his 11th major at
age 30, tied with Walter Hagen
for second on the career list, one
step closer to the 18 professional
majors won by Jack Nicklaus, the
benchmark that drives Woods.

“He knows how to win these
things,” said Ernie Els, who  fin-
ished third. “And it’s going to be
tough to beat him now.”

It was only the third time
Woods has played since his
father died May 3 after a brutal
bout with cancer. Some ques-
tioned whether he could regain
his focus after taking nine weeks
off, especially after his 76-76 at
the U.S. Open to miss the cut for
the first time in a major.

Some took issue with his

strategy for Hoylake, hosting a
British Open for the first time in
39 years. Woods hit driver only
once — on the 16th hole of the
first round — instead staying
well short of the bunkers and
relying on iron play so impecca-
ble that his caddie kept a list of
all the shots his boss missed dur-
ing the week.

It was a short list, indeed.
There was that 6-iron that

missed the 14th green on Thurs-
day, a 7-iron into the bunker at
No. 7 on Saturday, and the 4-
iron that went long and left at
No. 12 on Sunday, leading to his
only bogey of the final round.

“I don’t think anyone has ever
hit long irons that well,”
Williams said.

He still had to work hard for
this one because of DiMarco, a
familiar foe coping with similar
grief from a more recent loss.

DiMarco’s mother, Norma,
died of a heart attack July 4 in
Colorado, and he made sure his
father joined him on this trip to
the northwest of England as a
chance to heal.
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
